DSFW has partnered up with the Ministry of Tourism and
Antiquities to increase tourism recognition. How do you plan to
really put Jordan on the map?

The international tourism sector has grown rapidly in Jordan
throughout the past years. The importance of this sector for
foreign exchange earnings, employment creation, and economic
growth has attracted pioneers in the country to further develop
the sector. The fashion industry is a multibillion dollar industry
globally, and with the growing trend of fashion tourism, Jordan
aims to play a prominent role in empowering the fashion industry
and tourism by enriching its local talents. Tourists from various
parts of the world come for shopping festivals in the region and
other places, and we have an opportunity to promote Jordan as a
thriving fashion destination.



DSFW is not only giving local designers a chance to showcase
their talents, but is also supporting and mentoring them. Can
you walk us through how you've helped bring the best out of
these amazing designers?

DSFW has already initiated grants for designers providing
them with funding for their collections to be showcased at the
event. For instance, through networks obtained by DSFW's co-
founder one designer has been given a grant by Richmond to
showcase his collection on the runway using recyclable and
unconventional materials.

A second initiative is DSFW X Fablab, where several designers

will be adopted by the project providing them with education and
the fundamental know-how in the field. This design initiative will
equip designers with a degree in 3D printing, CNC machining, laser
cutting, 2D and 3D design, electronics design and production,
networking, communications, and programming that can be further
beneficial for the creation of job opportunities.

As a mentor, | hold weekly meetings to assist and advise on
sketches and design, in addition to fabric selection. We discuss
desginers’ needs in terms of materializing their inspired designs,
finding the right tailors, and styling to create their overall looks.

It's not all just about designing though. A good business sense is
important to building and running a viable fashion brand. Along the
styling team | try to prepare our designers for the tough jobs that
are still ahead of them as well.

As the first official fashion week in the Kingdom, can you share
with us what DSFW is about and the inspiration behind it?
Dead Sea Fashion Week's (DSFW) mission is to strengthen the
influence of local fashion designers in the Jordanian economy and
attract global interest. We will create a fashion hub by building

the entire logistic fashion chain, through a ground-breaking
organization that will empower fashion designers, manufacturers,
marketing and PR specialists, textile traders, sales experts, stylists,
female and male models, photographers, videographers, and
production companies not only through building bridges in the
community but bettering the lives of the entire logistic fashion
chain. The amount of jobs created through this Industry goes up in
numbers, by presenting fashion platforms and exhibitions for the
designers to showcase their work at DSFW. The event was launched
to overcome major challenges faced by the Jordan fashion industry,
including disconnection between the domestic and global fashion
scenes and segregated design and business sides of local fashion
activity. We would like to extend a special thanks to Royal Jordanian
for being the carrier sponsor for the event.

DSFW embraces every element of fashion - aside from
showcasing local designers, what other talents have you
discovered along the way?

We've embraced all creatives in respective industries, such as
photographers, videographers, stylists, and beauty artists. It takes a
large team to create a successful fashion industry.

When people think fashion, they usually don’t think
“humanitarian” - tell us about your partnership with the United
Nations High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR) and how it
highlighted handcrafted items by women from refugee camps.
DSFW and UNCHR Middle East and North Africa (MENA) will work
to include the work of the refugees across the region adding a great
deal of exposure and value to their work, therefore embodying

the “whole-of-society” framework of engagement with pressing
issues in the MENA region. This initiative will allow individuals and
communities to come together by providing a safe space to learn
and develop.

Our second humanitarian initiative is Teenah.org, which is a social
manufacturing company that produces high-quality custom print
bags and other textile-based products creating jobs for female
Syrian refugees and Jordanian women in the north of Jordan. We

are working together all in favor of women empowerment and local
talent support. DSFW has bridged our local artists with Teenah.org
to create illustrations on goodie bags that will be revealed during the
event. Watch us closely to learn more about our collaboration.

We at DSFW felt a calling. We cannot just stand and watch while
thousands of designers, who happen to be prominent, upcoming,
and aspiring local talents and refugees, are unable to monetize
their talent and are living off humanitarian aid only. This gives our
talents and refugees a marketable skill that can help set them on
a path toward financial independence. DSFW aims to bring market
access to refugee artisans through media exposure and our
chosen influencers.

We're all very excited for DSFW; can you disclose to us the local
designers you’ve chosen to be a part of this historical event?
Eighteen talented local designers in addition to 2 prominent
international designers will show their collections on the runway.
The event will also feature 30 more designers exhibiting in the
showrooms. We will reveal the designers soon so stay posted by
following us on Instagram and Facebook @deadseafashionweek or
visit our website www.deadseafashionweek.org.

Sidi Bou Said

Royal Jordanian listed among the
top 20 safest airlines in the world

Amman, July 24, 2018 - Royal Jordanian
(RJ) is listed as one of the top 20 safest
airlines in the world, according to the
annual list of the world’s safest airlines
released by AirlineRatings.com, the
Australia-based aviation analysis website.
The safety-rating system of this list was
developed with the help of the United
Nations’ International Civil Aviation
Organization (ICAO).

The top 20 safest carriers were selected
from a pool of 409 airlines based on their
compliance with international regulators,
the age of their fleet of aircraft, fatality
record over the past 10 years, their results
from IATA's safety audits and whether their
countries of origin conform with ICAO’s
safety parameter.

The listing was done in alphabetical
order; no winner was selected among the

20 airlines which were Air New Zealand,
Alaska Airlines, All Nippon Airways, British
Airways, Cathay Pacific, Emirates Airlines,
Etihad Airways, Eva Air, Finnair, Hawaiian
Airlines, Japan Airlines, KLM, Lufthansa,
Qantas, Royal Jordanian, Scandinavian
Airlines, Singapore Airlines, Swiss Airlines,
Virgin Atlantic, and Virgin Australia.

RJ has been constantly awarded the IATA
Operational Safety Audit (I0OSA), the

IATA Safety Audit for Ground Operations
(ISAGO) and the Safety Assessment of
Foreign Aircraft (SAFA), which is carried
out at the airline outstations by the civil
aviation authorities of the countries where
the airline operates.

Additionally, Jordan's Civil Aviation
Regulatory Commission (CARC) conducts
regular audits of Royal Jordanian
operations and flights to ensure they are in
full compliance with local and international
requirements, in addition to the internal
